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Letter from Dr. Lolla- April 2007

Dear Friends in Christ,
How will you be measured when your chapter ends in the Book of Life?

Each of us has been allocated a certain number of pages to write the story of our life. Some live each
day as if it is the last, squeezing from every moment a lifetime of importance. We are driven by a
passion for making a good witness in this life when we report for admittance to the life to come. We are
the courageous, the convicted, the hope-bearers who are undaunted by obstacles — each day is an
opportunity for God’s glory to shine in us.

Others will be remembered for our jealous, petty arguments that miss the point of being alive. The
cancer of our unwillingness to become fully invested in God’s purpose carries a spiritual disease that
infects more than our own lives. Our reluctance to embrace God’s vision robs us and those around us of
the joy that is experienced when faith, hope, and love exceed the poverty of spirit that condemns a lost
soul to fruitlessness.

Within each congregation of Jesus Christ lies a tension between the vitality of faith that bears fruit and
the paucity of spirit that is barren. When the balance tips towards fruitfulness, there are brothers and
sisters who are excited about writing a legacy that bears fruit. Christ’s people bear spiritual fruit.

When Christians concede to a lesser vision that career success and financial security is the true
measure of godly faithfulness, or the idle fantasy that self-reliance and accumulating knowledge exceeds
dependency upon God, we are missing the standard by which God measures the chapters of our life.
Ultimately, his view of how we have invested our time, our energy, our enthusiasm - is all that really
matters.

When Jesus mounted the cross on Good Friday, he was unconcerned about measuring his life by
the world’s standards of success. When Jesus offered forgiveness from the wood on which he hung, he
ignored the world’s embrace of vengeance. When the Roman centurion at the foot of the cross claimed
Jesus was truly innocent, he rejected the justice of his government that crucified God’'s Lamb. When
Jesus’ mother watched her son die, only to proclaim her son’s resurrection, she disavowed death’s
power to conquer her son. When the Christian persecutor, Saul, became the Gentile missionary, Paul,
he broke the tradition of his childhood to become an adult with a divine purpose. Easter was the catalyst
for each.

Easter is the source of vitality and fruitfulness for the Christian that God blesses with the afterlife.
Easter is the power that renews and empowers those who are passionate about bearing fruit. Easter is
the motivation that drives the disciple to overcome the obstacles of obstinacy, disinterest, pride, and
jealousy that fail to bear fruit. Easter writes the chapters of life for those whose legacy brings honor and
glory to God.

Easter is not a solitary worship service that falls annually. Neither is it a springtime ritual. Easter is
the living force whose purpose gives life, not only in this world, but in the world to come!

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Plum Rotary hosts Pancake Breakfast at Plum Creek

The newly re-formed Plum Rotary Club is holding its second fund-raising event this year with a
pancake breakfast in the Fellowship Hall of Plum Creek on April 21. The breakfast will be held from 8
a.m. to 11:30 a.m. with pancakes, sausages, scrambled eggs, orange juice and coffee served. Tickets
are $6 for adults and $3 for children 10 and under.

Rotary International is a non-profit organization that is devoted to community service. Assisting with
local, national, and international community improvement programs, Rotary Clubs around the world raise
millions of dollars for charitable work to help the disadvantaged. Paul Harris, a Connecticut attorney
began Rotary in 1905, in Chicago. He wanted to take an hour weekly to meet with his friends to talk with
one another about families, how to help one another in business, and community service projects. By
the end of the year they expanded from four to 80 members. Three years later, a second club was
formed in San Francisco. They began by identifying 100 of the most prominent business leaders in San
Francisco. A core group of five made a presentation to the 100 leaders which led to over half joining. In
1908, Pittsburgh began - the 20" club in the United States.

Bill Boyd from New Zealand is this year’s national leader with the theme “Lead the Way.” In
1987, Rotary proposed to eliminate polio around the world. Over 200 million was raised around the
United States. Last year, there were only 800 cases. In 1987, 500,000 cases globally. Polio eliminated
around most of the world through immunizations.

On an annual basis, 7,000 high school youth are transferred between Rotary Clubs,
internationally in youth exchanges. Six are in our district. Seven hundred graduate degree scholarships
are offered each year, with three last year from our district. Over 26 million dollars are given each year
nationally, to help with international projects. Rotary raised $135,000 for Katrina Relief within the Greater
Pittsburgh district last year. It was dispersed through work teams that went to Mississippi and conducted
rehabilitation work from a Presbyterian Church. The Rotary Gateway Teen Leadership Institute was held
last year at Robert Morris. This is a 4-day program for senior highs and junior highs. About 100 youth
participated. The program is designed to teach leadership qualities and drug awareness.

Plum’s Rotary Club is in the process of raising funds for a Rotary Scholarship to be granted at the
end of the school year for a student or students at Plum Senior High School. The Club is also committed
to providing dictionaries for children from the third, fourth, and fifth grades in the Plum Borough School
District to aid in their reading comprehension.

The Plum Rotary has also made a commitment to provide one survival box for a family that might be
afflicted by a natural disaster around the world. The box would include a tent in which the family might
live following a disaster, along with cooking and sanitation equipment that are necessary to live for an
extended period of time.

The Plum Rotary is grateful for personal and business donations that will enable it to fulfill this
purpose. It meets at noon every Tuesday at Palmieri's Restaurant on Pierson Run Road. Those
interested in inquiring about Rotary need only attend. Visitors are welcome.
