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Letter from Reverend Lolla- September 2007

Dear Friends in Christ,

Fall is upon us. Sunday school resumes. Children and families return to worship. Leaves change.
Football and soccer whistles split the air. The harvest is in full production. Parents anticipate the
accelerated schedule that propels them toward a myriad of activities. Practices, rehearsals, programs,
and games crowd calendars with a crescendo of appointments. School beckons with open houses,
peer pressure, and classroom demands. Tests and homework lie on the horizon. The beach,
mountains, lakes, forests, and camps — cottages, hotels, tents, and trailers - lie far away. Anxiety
creeps into the recesses of our minds.

Can we meet all the demands that autumn brings? A generation of baby-boomers and Generation
Xer's intent upon satisfying their children’s insatiable needs struggle to overcome the younger
generation’s discontent. All the while their parents quietly slip into the recesses of time. It is autumn for
an older generation. Does anyone notice?

America worships youth. Parents invest the most precious gift God bestows upon us pleasing those
who have yet to earn their day’s pay. Those who have paid for their children’s pleasure with their lives
face the future often with only the memories of their past as their companions. Grandchildren intent on
making the next practice, game, rehearsal, or party have no time to sit and hold the hand of wisdom,
listen to stories from seasoned experience, or learn the lessons that last a lifetime that are too easily
forgotten.

That generation knows
the blessings of abundance and want — and the God that strengthened them through times of each.

We would do well to listen to other sounds this autumn than those which come from
playgrounds.
