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Letter from Dr. Lolla September, 2009 

 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  
 
 Autumn is just around the corner and families are returning from their summer vacations.  For the 
first time in many years, I took six weeks to be away from Plum Creek for a mini Sabbatical.  It is 
difficult to be away from your church family, especially when much of the time I was at the manse, 
cleaning flower beds, trimming bushes, mowing the lawn, and trying to catch up on long delayed 
worked that had taken a back seat to being a pastor.  I could see our sanctuary and the business of our 
congregation; but stayed away to replenish my pastoral resources.  I visited my parents – worked at 
their home – and visited my brother – painting an apartment that he owns.  Through it all, I had many 
opportunities to rest and relax which I had not taken during earlier years. 

 The truth be known, I spent from 2003 to 2008 working during my vacations on the church history.  It 
was the primary time I could exclusively devote to research and write the set.  This summer’s six weeks 
of rest were a way of recovering the emotional, mental, and spiritual investment that was made to 
produce our story. 

 What I learned through the Sabbatical is how exhausted many of us feel from the many 
responsibilities and activities we undertake – and how many of us are not aware of the toll it has taken.  
The Lord created the Sabbath to remind us that we can’t endlessly work as God does on our behalf to 
save us.  We are His creation and need rest to restore the reservoir of gifts He has given us so that we 
can apply their use for His glory.  When we’re exhausted, the gifts we’ve been granted by the Creator 
lie fallow – unused, or used in lesser ways that do not bring glory to Him. 

 Each church member needs a Sabbath rest – even from the work of ministry in Christ’s name!   Too 
often continuing faithful acceptance of church work leads us to lose our sense of joy to serve the Lord 
with gladness!  We lose that sense of freedom to enjoy the Lord’s ministry.  And we can lose sight of 
the goal of Christian ministry – making disciples in such a way that everyone in the congregation 
experiences Christ’s love. 

 Sabbath rests allow others to take up Christ’s ministry so that others don’t depend upon a small 
group of church members to do.  Younger members are encouraged to become involved and 
experience opportunities for leadership that are not available when a limited number of seasoned 
leaders are unable to relinquish the ministry to others. 

 As the church calendar begins to fill with the return of Sunday school, youth group, and OASIS, and 
worship leadership groups begins to meet there are many opportunities for a broader number of our 
church members to become involved in ministry who have been taking an extended Sabbath rest.  This 
is a great time to become involved again!  Others of us might consider whether this is a time for a 
Sabbath rest for the replenishment of your spiritual resources. 

 If we can allow ourselves the freedom to hear God’s call for rest, we might find ourselves 
experiencing a new heart for ministry that expands Christ’s reach in unexpected ways in the future!

The Presbyterian Church of Plum Creek is VERY blessed by its members.  A BIG THANKS  to 
everyone that gave of their time, talents, money and efforts to make the Day Camp of Plum Creek so 
special for so many children.  

Thanks to those adults, who believed in the Day Camp, and sent their children or grandchildren or 
nieces or nephews to the camp.  We hope that you will talk to them about the experiences that their 
children had during their time at the Day Camp! 

Thanks to those volunteers that provided Nursing Care, Michelle Ressler, Linda Stotler and Lorraine 
Udanis. Thanks to Michelle Ressler and Lois Ray for their help with the Arts and Crafts projects.  
Thanks to the Support Staff of Ian Bathos, Donna Mayo, Adam Hearn, Matt Geib, Ian Kist, Andy 
Marzullo, Rachel Suchevich, and Corey Williams that did all of the “behind the scenes” work each day.  

From those of you that helped to get the mulching of the trails, to donating bales of hay for the 
mountain boarding on the hill, to building steps for the trust fall, to donating money for scholarships who 
otherwise could not afford to attend, to those who donated snacks and drinks ---- and many, many 
more things too numerous to mention --- we thank you!    

It is so wonderful to report that the Day Camp at Plum Creek was a very successful Mission program to 
the surrounding communities for the 3rd year in a row.  This year the Day Camp had 167 slots (out of 
200) filled with children that had completed first grade all the way to those that had just completed 6th 
grade.  We had more campers in 2009 than in 2008, and had 44 returning campers from the years 
before.  The campers came from 21 different zip codes in the area! 

Scholarships to the Day Camp were given to 13 different campers in the amount of $955.00, which in 
comparison to 2008 was much higher.  Scholarships in the amount of $640.00 were given to 7 campers 
in 2008.  So, you can see the economic depression this year increased the number of scholarships 
needed to help those campers attend the Day Camp. 

After signing in each day and playing until almost everyone was accounted for, the Day Camp started. 
The Camp Director, Mr. Jason Steele, called everyone into the pavilion and began the day with a whole 
group rally.  Mr. Steele led the prayers, played his guitar and taught songs to the campers and taught 
the Bible Memory Verse for the day. 

The curriculum entitled, The Good Life, was taught twice each day by the Counselors, Brooke Taylor, 
Peter Mayo, Ashley Ressler and Brady Zbikowski and the Counselors in Training - Bethany Beale, 
Catherine DeZort, Emily Suchevich, and Jacob Udanis. 

The campers were led by the Adventure Staff of Tori Campbell, Garrett Marvich, Zachary Pekor, Aimee 
Yatzhanic and Alex Udanis to use the low ropes challenge course, mountain boarding, the climbing 
tower and zip line. 

All of the staff led the campers to learn to work together, to become a group of one that solved 
problems, encouraged one another, and congratulated themselves when a task was accomplished. 

As you can see, in moving forward, the Day Camp has become another of Plum Creek Church’s 
mission projects to the community.  It’s continued success relies on the faith, belief, prayers and 
support of our congregation.  Once again, God’s work is clearly evident at the Day Camp of Plum 
Creek!
