Policy Regarding Former Pastors 

 
The Committee on Ministry has found that a healthy relationship between a 
pastor and a congregation develops best when a former pastor discontinues 
his/her relationship with the congregation he/she has served.  The Book of Order 
states, “Former pastors and associate pastors may officiate at services for 
members of a particular church, or at services within its properties, only upon 
invitation from the moderator of the session or, in the case of the inability to 
contact the moderator, from the clerk of session” (G-14.0606).  Former pastors 
should actively discourage former parishioners from issuing invitations for 
services at any location, explaining that he/she is no longer their pastor and 
those services need to be provided by the new pastor.  The former pastor is 
doing the church and its members the most good by stressing the importance of 
the new pastoral relationship.
